Since its formation several years ago, the Baguette Quartette has been earning an enthusiastic following in the Bay Area.  Their concerts delight audiences of an authentic flavor to cafes of Paris in the 20’s and 30’s.  Their songs run the gamut from valses musette to tangos and slow ballads, even an occasional tragic vocal, and humorous sound effects punctuate such songs as Trenet’s “Boum” and the delicious “Nuits de Chine.”  Closing one’s eyes, one might think they were in Paris in 1930, except for the absence of cigarette smoke.
